Assignment 5: Scholarship Search and Essay
Your task is to determine how much it will cost for you to attend classes at HCC next semester and then find scholarships that will cover that amount.

Step 1:  Calculate the cost of attendance for next semester.  Follow these steps from the hccs.edu district home page:  hccs.edu> Future Students > HCC Estimated Cost-Tuition 

From there tell the system your residency status, how many classes you are planning to take and whether they are academic or workforce.   The total will appear in the total box.

Step 2:  Find scholarships to meet the cost. Step 4:  Complete the essay required for the HCC foundation and submit to your EDUC teacher for a grade and help with corrections. Once corrections are made, upload to the HCCS foundation website (http://HCCSfoundation.org ).  The essay requirements are as follows:

Your scholarship essay should be no longer than two double-spaced, typed pages in 12-point font with one-inch margins. Essays that are not formatted correctly will not be accepted. No exceptions will be made. 
Your essay must discuss all of the following:

Your background, including any struggles or successes;

Educational and career goals;

How a scholarship will help you achieve your goals;

Why you deserve a scholarship; and

Any personal information that you want to be considered.
