My responsibilities also include helping to develop curriculum materials for the Social Studies department.

	I worked as a Graduate Teaching Assistant, first in the Department of Philosophy for two years, and then in the Department of History for two and a half years. I aided in tracking student progress under the guidance of several professors in accordance with university policy and the guidelines set by the syllabus. I was also responsible for guiding discussion groups and directing workloads for up to 80 students per semester. I reviewed their work and provided thoughtful criticism and critical analysis to aid in their future performance. I was required to maintain a database of students on Microsoft Excel and provide the professor with feedback on classroom issues. 

I also maintained my own class load, which included reading approximately 900 pages of material a week and produce thoughtful analysis on the contents. This was provided in the form of written documentation and professional interpersonal discussion with other students and experts.
