Instructor guidelines and policies 

Academic Honesty: A student who is academically dishonest is, by definition, not showing that the coursework has been learned, and that student is taking an advantage not available to other students. The instructor is responsible for measuring each student’s individual achievements and also for ensuring that all students compete on a level playing field. Thus, in our system, the instructor has teaching, grading, and enforcing roles. You are expected to be familiar with the HCC’s policy on Academic Honesty found in the catalogue. That means that if you are charged with an offense, pleading ignorance of the rules will not help you.  Understand this: plagiarism (using another's ideas or words without giving credit), collusion (unauthorized collaboration with another person in preparing written work offered for credit), & other forms of cheating are intolerable. All papers, to be accepted, require proof of their development. Students who plagiarize, collude, or cheat may face disciplinary action, ranging from a grade of zero on the assignment, an F in the course, and/or dismissal from the college. 

Plagiarism:

Plagiarism is the act of copying someone else’s writing and/or ideas and submitting them as your own.  Copying from any source, including cutting and pasting words from the internet into your paper, requires the use of quotation marks and citation. Omission of citation constitutes cheating, even if not an exact quote:  when you paraphrase, you omit the quotation marks but you still must state the source of the idea.  One act of plagiarism may result in a grade of “F” for the offending paper/assignment.  A second act of plagiarism may result in failure of the course.  Students will avoid plagiarism in all written work for the course.  See Student Handbook on HCCS website. 

Course Description: Intensive study of and practice in writing processes, from invention and researching to drafting, revising, and editing, both individually and collaboratively. Emphasis on effective rhetorical choices, including audience, purpose, arrangement, and style. Focus on writing the academic essay as a vehicle for learning, communicating, and critical analysis and on avoiding major sentence errors. Core curriculum course. Prerequisite: A satisfactory assessment score, completion of INRW 0420 or (for non-native speakers) ESOL 0360.

Core Objectives: Given the rapid evolution of necessary knowledge and skills and the need to take into account global, national, state, and local cultures, the core curriculum must ensure that students will develop the essential knowledge and skills they need to be successful in college, in a career, in their communities, and in life. Through the Texas Core Curriculum, students will gain a foundation of knowledge of human cultures and the physical and natural world, develop principles of personal and social responsibility for living in a diverse world, and advance intellectual and practical skills that are essential for all learning.

Students enrolled in this core curriculum course will complete assignments designed to cultivate the following core objectives:

(
Critical Thinking Skills—to include creative thinking, innovation, inquiry, and 

analysis, evaluation and synthesis of information.

(
Communication Skills—to include effective development, interpretation, and 

expression of ideas through written, oral, and visual communication.

(
Personal Responsibility—to include the ability to connect choices, actions, and consequences to ethical decision-making.

(
Teamwork—to include the ability to consider different points of view and to work effectively with others to support a shared purpose or goal. 

Instructional Methods: Because not all students learn in the same way, a variety of instructional methods will be used. These methods include lecture, discussion, collaborative group work, presentations, multimedia, as well as graded and non-graded written responses. 

Course Requirements: Students are required to complete all reading assignments, individual and group work, written paragraphs, essays, midterm and final exams. 

Requirements for English 1301:

This course is intended to improve the student’s writing of five-paragraph essays (including the introduction and the conclusion) and, as well as the student’s critical reading and analysis of other writers and a short paragraph on each reading. Students must avoid Major Sentence Errors. Students will write three out-of-class essays and one in-class essay, using the assigned writing process and organizing assignments as appropriate to the topic, the purpose and the audience. Multiple drafts of some assignments will be required.  Always keep all parts of the writing process for each assignment. When your paper is returned with a grade, KEEP that paper. You will be asked to produce it on final exam day; failure to produce them may result in a failing grade for the assignment. Any material from anyone else’s work must be cited by page number.  If you want to cite everything an author says, do not use every sentence, but give the main points briefly in your own words and also cite the source and page number(s) to give credit to the authors for their ideas.  Of course, if you were to copy an entire essay, you would get no credit for the essay, and would be reported to the English department.  Penalties for a student who plagiarizes an entire essay range from a zero on the essay, to an F in the course, to being expelled from the college.  
Guns
Open/Campus Carry of Handguns: No Firearms Are Allowed on Campus. If you see anyone carrying a firearm on campus, call the HCC Police Department at 8-8888 immediately. Texas House Bill 910—known as the “Open Carry” law—provides holders of a handgun license may now carry their handgun visibly in a waist belt holster or a shoulder holster, but they may not openly carry on or in a college campus or building and they may not openly carry on any public or private driveway, street, sidewalk or walkway, parking lot, parking garage or other parking area of the college. Open Carry is effective as of January 1, 2016. 

Campus carry and open carry are two (2) separate laws. Texas Senate Bill 11—known as the “Campus Carry” law—will allow individuals who have a valid Texas handgun license to carry a concealed handgun in certain areas on college campuses. The Campus Carry law becomes effective at 4-year institutions on August 1, 2016 and at 2-year institutions on August 1, 2017.

Assignments and Assignment Requirements and Policies
Work which fails to conform to the Assignments will not be accepted and risks getting a zero. Late work loses ten points if it is one week late and will not be accepted more than one week late. You must provide evidence of your writing process by turning in working drafts and the signature of an HCCS tutor when submitted on the specified due date. Essays will be graded on Content, Organization, Sentences (especially Major Sentence Errors), Word use (grammar, spelling, correct meaning), and miscellaneous other errors.   
· Three out-of-class essays, each 2½ to 3 pages long; one due Sept. 25, one due Oct. 30, and the third due Nov. 20, 2017.  
· One in-class exam-essay, 2-3 pages long, in mid-October. This must each be typed in class on the indicated day, and then be printed out and turned in immediately at the end of the class period that same day. No, you may not turn it in an hour late. Print out whatever you have when class ends.
· Memorizations: Declaration of Independence, short passage, due Sept 25th; all of Lincoln’s Gettysburg Address—find it online—due Oct. 23rd; one section from the last page-and-a-half of MLK’s “Dream” speech—also online—due Nov. 22nd. Each memorization counts as much as an Essay. 
· Ten Journals (each journal is 20 lines describing and/or commenting on one week of the material presented/homework, in Times New Roman font, in order from Journal 1 through Journal 10, in a blue folder, handed in on Nov. 27th, which will be graded by number of lines). If your journal is 20 lines, it gets a 10, so for ten journals of 20 lines each gets a grade of 100. If your journal is 10 lines, it gets a 5, and the grade for ten such stunted journals yield a grade of 50. It’s an easy assignment—no points off for grammar or punctuation, only for being too short or off-topic. It is NOT acceptable for journals to quote from essays read or from items recited. If you type 20 lines in each weekly journal, the totality is an easy A+, counting as much as a 3-page essay and averaged into your final grade. If you do too few lines, or none, you get a very easy F, counting as much as an essay, averaged into your final grade. Type each journal at the end of each week & place it loosely in the blue folder. Hand in all 10 journals Nov. 27th in brads in the folder.

· Six short homeworks, each 8 lines typed, each week to prepare you for essays and quizzes. The totality of all the little homeworks counts as ONE Major Assignment. 
· Each Quiz (periodically during the semester and during Finals Week in December) counts as much as a three-page essay. All quizzes are multiple choice and require Scantrons.
Both homeworks and quizzes will cover sentence structure, especially MSE (major sentence errors), paragraph formation, organization, research techniques, information from the readings, names of readings, names of authors, and MLA format.
One Library Session.
All work must be double-spaced, with a centered title, conforming to MLA format, with standard margins (one inch all each side). Font size must be 12-point; font style must be serif—for example, Times New Roman, Garamond, Courier, Bookman Old Style, or Book Antiqua. Avoid sans-serif fonts (Arial or Century Gothic). [Points OFF if you use Arial, Calibri, Century Gothic, or any of the script fonts. Points off if you use bold, italics (except as required byMLA), or ALLCAPS.] 
MLA format requires titles of long items (books, movies, plays, newspapers, magazines, journals) to be italicized, and of short items to be in quotes.
Each essay will include a typed outline at the beginning and out-of-class essays will end with a typed initial draft with a peer review. Your essay grade suffers if your essay fails to conform to the typed outline. Each essay after the first one (including in-class essay) will require a typed Works Cited page inserted after the essay itself. Out-of-class essays require the signature of an HCCS tutor on the front of the outline. Ask the tutor to help you find Major Sentence Errors.
You earn a zero on the midterm in-class essay exam, or on any quiz, if you are absent the day of the exam or quiz. There will be no make-up exams or quizzes. Absence from midterm or final essay or midterm or final exam or final quiz, or failure to turn in any journals, yields an F in the course. Students who do not have a “C” or better on the midterm quiz and midterm in-class essay as well as the final quiz and the final in-class essay will fail this course. 
Failure to turn in all three out-of-class essays will almost surely produce an F in the course. Out-of-class essays may be accepted one week late but will be graded down. The in-class exam essay is a type of exam; it will be typed during class, and must be turned in at the end of that class period—it will not be accepted an hour later, any more than any other exam or quiz is accepted an hour after class is over.  

Office hours:  By appointment

Late Paper Policy / Make-up Work: 
Students must complete all essays. That is, all versions of all drafts of the essays (including rough drafts) must be submitted. All assignments are due at the beginning of the designated class or conference period. If not submitted when I collect them during class or the scheduled conference, they are considered late. They will be accepted, with a 5% penalty, if they are less than one week late.  If you miss a group discussion or peer editing session, that work cannot be made up.  Class work and homework cannot be made up.  Pop quizzes cannot be made up.  Exams usually cannot be made up.  The one exception is mandated by law: absence in observance of a religious holy day.  Each short homework paragraph is due one week from the day it is assigned and will not be accepted even one day late.
Attendance: 


The misfortune of having failed to listen or having missed a previous class, fails to excuse you for being unprepared for a class or for arriving without the assignment which is due that day.  (A student with a handicap is advised to consult the material on Students with Disabilities.)  Students attend every class and accept responsibility for all the material presented in every class whether present or whether some unavoidable emergency has made it impossible to attend that day. HCC Policy states that you can miss up to but not exceeding 12.5% of class hours, which is equivalent to 6 hours. If you have more than four (4) absences before the official date of record 14 September 2017, I may withdraw you from the course.

Attendance is taken daily.  All students are responsible for printing their first and last names on the roll sheet or for answering aloud when your name is called. A student who is absent more than three times becomes subject to failing the course. If you know you will need to be absent, explain to the instructor ahead of time, ask what will be due, and make sure to keep up with the work. Arriving tardy or leaving early, or leaving and returning during class, each counts as one-third of an absence. The class is only one and a half hours and students are expected to remain in the room throughout.    
Assignments:  
Each of the essay assignments will include initial drafts and revised drafts, as well as additional assignments related to the papers’ development. Papers will range from 2 ½ -3 full pages in length All pre-writing and drafts must be submitted with the final draft for grading.    

You can get good advice on grammar, punctuation, and other technical aspects of writing via the Tutoring Center. I urge Students to utilize tutors repeatedly for each out-of-class essay to avoid having papers being needlessly marked down for such errors. 
Tutoring: The Houston Community College Writing Centers provide a student-centered environment where professional tutors support student success for all HCC students. The primary goal of the Writing Centers is to offer free, convenient, and personalized assistance to help students improve their writing at any stage of the writing process required in any courses at HCC. Tutors will also assist students with their job application letters, resumes, and scholarship/transfer essays. Each session lasts about thirty minutes. Students should bring their professor's assignment/writing prompt, any printed rough drafts, their textbooks, and a flash drive.

At HCC Writing Centers, each tutoring session becomes a learning experience.

Campus Safety: If you are on campus and need emergency assistance, call 713-718-8888 or, from any campus phone, 8-8888. Use this emergency number instead of 911, which gets routed back to the HCC Police Department dispatch and lengthens response time to your emergency. 

EGLS3 (Evaluation for Greater Learning Student Survey System): At Houston Community College, professors believe that thoughtful student feedback is necessary to improve teaching and learning. During a designated time near the end of the term, you will be asked to answer a short online survey of research-based questions related to instruction. The anonymous results of the survey will be made available to your professors and division chairs for continual improvement of instruction. Go to www.hccs.edu/egls3 for directions.

Anything in this syllabus, including due dates and exam weightings, is subject to alteration by the instructor at any time.  

Cell phones and beepers:    

Official HCC policy states that “the use of electronic devices by students in the classroom is up to the discretion of the instructor. Any use of such devices for purposes other than student learning is strictly prohibited. If an instructor perceives such use as disruptive and/or inappropriate, the instructor has the right to terminate such use. If the behavior continues, the student may be subject to disciplinary action to include removal from the classroom or referral to the dean of student services. Students must obtain consent from an instructor in order to audio or video record any portion of classroom time. If a student is receiving an accommodation for a disability, the student may be required to sign a statement assuring that the recording is only for personal use and cannot be distributed.” A student who is experiencing an emergency situation and anticipates an urgent call during class time must inform the instructor before class begins and, out of consideration for the other students, must leave the classroom before answering such a call, if one occurs.  If a student has not consulted the instructor, and leaves the room to answer a call, the student may be barred from the classroom and marked absent for that day.  No chat, email, games, camera phone use, etc. while class is in session, except for purposes of student learning.[Same ejection rules apply.]  
Classroom Etiquette:  When someone, whether instructor or student, has the floor during lecture or discussion, the class must pay attention to that person, not interrupting and not carrying on side conversations. everyone will be treated with respect regardless of gender, race, ethnicity, national origin, religious affiliation, sexual orientation, political beliefs, age, or ability. Diversity of thought is appreciated and encouraged provided you can agree to disagree. In other words, classroom discussion should be relevant to the topic as well as civilized and respectful to everyone. Discriminatory language and behavior is not acceptable in the classroom just as it is not acceptable in the workplace.  If any student has to be addressed more than once for talking out of turn, s/he will be barred from the class until s/he can meet with the instructor outside class to determine a solution to his/her problem—and it is the student’s responsibility to catch me before the next class period.   Every class missed, of course, counts as an absence. Disruptive behavior will not be tolerated and may result in administrative withdrawal without a refund. A note on work for other classes:  only do English work in English class.  If you do not have enough English work to occupy you during English class, it is easy to come up with much more English work for you.  
Grading Scale: A 90-100%   B 80-89%   C 70-79%      IP 60-69%

W (Withdrawn) may be given if a student misses more than 12.5% of instruction (6 class hours). IP (In Progress grade) is given to students who do not meet the minimum grading standards but who are otherwise in good standing (have completed all assignments on a timely basis, have attended class regularly, have participated, etc.). An IP is not the same as an Incomplete and does not affect a student’s GPA but does require the student to re-take the course. IP may only be given once per course per student. W (Withdrawn) is no longer given to a student who exceeds the 12.5% maximum absence limit. A student who wishes to drop the course must formally withdraw through the Registrar before the last drop date, 2 October 2017. A grade of D or F may be given in cases of scholastic dishonesty or other severe academic violations. 

I will not calculate your semester grade for you during the course.  You can average your grades during the semester, bearing in mind that the journals and oral presentations count exactly as much as the essays.  Keep track of your average.  Do not ask me to do this for you.  I only calculate once, at the end of the semester, when I turn in final grades.  

Repeating Courses: Students who repeat a course for three or more times will face significant tuition/fee increases at HCC and other Texas public colleges and universities. Please ask your instructor or counselor/advisor about opportunities for tutoring and/or other assistance prior to considering course withdrawal or if you are not receiving passing grades. Think very carefully before you decide to drop the course.  If you are considering course withdrawal because you are not earning passing grades, confer with your instructor/counselor as early as possible about your study habits, reading and writing homework, test-taking skills, attendance, course participation, and opportunities for tutoring or other assistance that might be available.  
Final Grade of FX: Students who stop attending class or stop actively participating in class and do not withdraw themselves prior to the withdrawal deadline may either be dropped by their professor for excessive absences or may be assigned the final grade of FX at the end of the semester. Students who stop attending classes or who stop actively participating in classes will receive a grade of FX, as compared to an earned grade of F, which is due to poor performance. Logging into a DE course without active participation is considered non-attending. 

Please note that HCC will not disperse financial aid funding for students who have never attended class. Students who receive financial aid but fail to attend class will be reported to the Department of Education and may have to pay back their aid. A grade of FX is treated exactly the same as a grade of F in terms of GPA, probation, suspension, and satisfactory academic progress

International Students: Receiving a W in a course may affect the status of your student Visa. Once a W is given for the course, it will not be changed to an F because of the visa consideration. Since January 1, 2003, International Students are restricted in the number of distance education courses that they may take during each semester. International students must have full-time enrollment status of 12 or more semester credit hours, and of these at least 9 semester credit hours must be face-to-face on-campus courses. Please contact the International Student Office at 713-718-8521 or email int_student_svcs@hccs.edu, if you have any questions about your visa status and other transfer issues.

Withdrawal Policy: Before withdrawing from the course, it is important to communicate with your professor and counselors to discuss your options for succeeding in the course. If all other options have been exhausted, you may withdraw yourself, but the last date to withdraw this semester is 2 October 2017. Please remember that it is the student’s responsibility to withdraw from a course. If you stop attending the class and don’t withdraw by this date, you are subject to the FX grading policy.
