Ethics Project

Scenario 316:  I am interpreting in a high school science class as they are dissecting cats.  I can’t help but think about my own little “Fluffy” at home as I watch the students start pulling out various organs.  I feel myself starting to get upset.

Conflict:  What is the conflict?
ITP Student Perspective:  What is your perspective?
AN INTERPRETER’S PERSPECTIVE:  If you can stomach it, hang in there.  Maintain eye contact and avoid looking at the dissection if you can.  Don’t get caught off guard next time.  Check over the class syllabus for future lesson plans that may be difficult for you to handle.

A DEAF CONSUMER’S PERSPECTIVE:  Interpreters aren’t machines; they’re human being with feelings.  I completely understand where the interpreter is coming from.  Take a quick break for a drink of water, and when you’ve calmed down, finish the job.  Afterwards, race home and hug your cat!

CPC:  What CPC applies to this scenario?  Look at your Tenants. State the number and type out the CPC.
Instructions:  You will read seven scenarios.  It is your responsibility to pick 5 out of 7 situations and describe the conflict of each scenario, give your perspective, the interpreter perspective and the deaf person perspective and the final decision of what you would do.  (You are required to ask (in person) a deaf person and a certified Interpreter two of the Ethical questions below.) You are required to include the Deaf person and Interpreter you interview for in your paper.   Also state which CPC or CPCs (Code of Professional Conduct) does this scenario affect?  When stating the CPC, give the number and type out the CPC. 

Attach a copy of the Code of Professional Conduct to your paper.

Project is Due:  October 17, 2019.  Paper need to be typed.  12 pt font

Video:  Choose one scenario, show your question on video (typed form) and then sign your answer (your answer has to be at least 5 minutes long.)

Video: choose one of the scenario and video tape yourself answer the questions.   Give your perspective of all stake holders and what you would do in that situation and which tenants are applied in this given situation. Your answer should be a minimum of 5 minutes.

Challenges to Interpreter Ethics Scenarios

Scenario 1:  One day I was teaming with a freelance.    We both graduated from the same ITP and get most of our assignments from the same agency.  After the assignment I was surprised to see her giving out her own business card to the person in charge.  We were both sent to the assignment by the agency, but she’s telling the woman in charge to call her directly in the future, and she’ll give them a better deal.

Scenario 2:

You interpret in an educational setting with 20 students (five of whom are deaf), a hearing teacher, and a deaf teaching assistant. The teacher has a habit of asking you questions concerning the progress of the deaf students. You keep directing the questions towards the teaching assistant but it is clear the teacher still doesn’t understand your role as the interpreter. Further, you feel she is not showing proper respect toward the deaf teaching assistant.

Scenario 3:  
While interpreting a discussion group, the moderator makes an effort to include you in the discussion.  You politely decline, but he doesn’t give up easily.  He insists you have a relevant experience and that your comments would be helpful to the group.

Scenario 4:

You and another interpreter have been booked to interpret a 1½-hour appointment between a deaf social worker and the hearing parent of a deaf child. You will both bill for the two-hour minimum. Without tell you, your team interpreter contacts the deaf social worker in advance of the appointment. The interpreter explains that he is busy with another volunteer project and hopes the meeting will finish early if at all possible. The social worker thanks your partner for the call and promises to do what she can to keep things on schedule. You show up at the appointment, unaware of this earlier conversation. The two of you interpret the appointment that wraps up after only 35 minutes. The social worker thanks your partner and tells him he can go that she would like you to

stay the remaining 3–4 minutes to interpret several telephone calls.

Scenario 5:

You are interpreting a professional development workshop where a video will be shown. The hearing

Presenter turns off all the lights in order to improve the video clarity, but the deaf participant now cannot see you when you interpret.

Scenario 6:

You are interpreting multiple choice questions for an exam.  Your student sign, "you'll help me, right?"  You reply, "I'll interpret for you." You interpret question 1.  She reviews the responses and signs, "2, right?"  You don't catch your facial expression in time… From then, you look down after you interpret each question so she can't see your face.

Scenario 7:

You are interpreting at a job training center.  You are shadowing your client while another student teaches her a job.  Your client works extremely slow.  The other student is doing 3/4 of the work.  Do you have any responsibility to say something like, “if you want to continue with this training, you need to pick it up a bit.”
