You will also be taking the first steps toward satisfying the world-language requirements for transfer to a 4-year school for a bachelor’s degree in the social sciences as well as the AA degree in World Languages now offered by HCC.

Chapter Tests 
Tests will be taken at the end of each chapter. They will cover topics from the entire chapter

and will include a listening and speaking assessment, as well as grammar, vocabulary, reading and writing. The tests will count 30% of your final course grade.

Final Exam

The final exam is given at the end of the semester and is comprehensive; it covers Chapters 1-6. The exam will be similar in format to the chapter tests you have previously taken in the course and will include listening, speaking, vocabulary, grammar, reading and writing. The final exam will be given the last week of class and it will count 30% of your total grade.  Final Exam Handbook.
Class-Participation/Attendance/Preparation/Quizzes
Students must participate in class each day. Participation includes:

· Attending all classes
