Course Description 

This course is an introduction to microeconomics.  It covers the principles of economics-the 

study of how households and firms manages its limited resources and how households and 

firms get the most it can from its resources.  The course emphasizes the study of how 

households and firms make decisions and how they interact in specific markets.
