NOTE: Students who have 2 or fewer absences will receive 10 extra credit points toward their final grade.  Excessive tardiness is STRONGLY discouraged and will cause a reduction in the extra credit points earned.

Acceptance of Late Assignments

Course assignments will be considered LATE if they are not received on the date the assignment is due.  Five points per class session will be taken off the original grade of each assignment that is turned in beyond the due date.
