This course presents a survey of the visual arts, including artistic media and techniques, and art history.  Students in Art Appreciation will also explore visual principles and elements through hands-on activities.

Description of Course Content
This course is intended to be a broadly based introduction to the visual arts and will deal with issues such as the nature of art, the content and meaning of art, the artists’ means of production and, finally, the development of art over time.  Students in Art Appreciation will learn to consider ideas, concepts, social, cultural, economic, and other factors when analyzing specific art works and will learn to apply these factors when creating objects.

Objectives and Requirements
By the end of the semester the student who passes with a final grade of “C” or above will have demonstrated the ability to:

· Complete and comprehend all graded assignments.

· Attend class regularly, missing no more than 12.5% of instruction (12 hours). On your second absence you will be dropped from the course!
· Arrive at class promptly and with the required materials for that day’s session.

· Be prepared for and participate in small group or class discussions.

· Demonstrate the ability to communicate orally in clear, coherent, and persuasive language.

· Demonstrate the ability to use computer-based technology in communicating, solving problems, and acquiring information.

· Complete a minimum of 2000 words in combination of writing assignments and/or projects .

· Maintain an overall average of 70 or above on assignments, projects, and tests and styles included in the course syllabus.

· Compare and contrast works of art from the text using the terminology and iconography of art.

· Explain the function of art in its historical context.

· Complete the required studio art assignment which will constitute approximately 25% of the final grade.

Aerial/Atmospheric 
Perspective
	 
This perspective is based on the observation that atmosphere, particularly air close to the earth, contains particles which obscure distant objects. As objects are more distant they appear less clear.

	Analogous Color
	Color which is limited to two or more hues which are adjacent or close to one another on the color wheel and the various values and intensities of those hues.

	     Asymmetrical Balance
	(not symmetrical) A form of balance in which visual units on either side of an axis are not identical but are placed so as to create a felt equilibrium.

	Balance
	the equilibrium of formal elements in a work of art. Broad categories include symmetry, asymmetry, overall balance, and radial balance.

	Color
	property of light determined by specific light wavelengths, known as the hues.  A color will have a hue, a value, and a saturation/intensity.

	Color Perspective
	The use of color contrasts in intensity (bright vs. dull), temperature (warm vs. cool), and value (light vs. dark) to cause areas of a composition to seem to advance or recede.

	Color Spectrum
	Sunlight when passing through a prism divides into seven colors (red, orange, yellow, green, blue, indigo, and violet) each of which has a specific and measurable wavelength. When mixed together these colors create white light (all the visible wavelengths).

	Color Temperature
	The characteristic of a color which makes it appear either warm or cool in feeling. Red, orange, and yellow are usually considered warm while colors containing blue are thought of as cool.

	Color Wheel
	A circular arrangement of twelve colors with yellow, red, and blue as equidistant primary hues. This arrangement is used by most artists who utilize pigment colors.

	Complementary Colors
	Two colors which are directly opposite each other on the color wheel, when paired they create contrast, when mixed they create a wide range of browns

	Content
	The expression, essential meaning, significance, or aesthetic value of a work of art. Content refers to the subjective, psychological, or emotional properties we find in a work of art (what the work makes us feel) as opposed to its descriptive aspects (subject matter).

	Contour Line
	A line that defines the shape(s) of an object.

	Contrast
	The degree of difference between compositional parts or between one image and another. Contrast is create when two or more forces operate in opposition.

	Emphasis
	the principle that states that the viewer's attention will be drawn to some parts of the composition more than others. Those points of attention are called focal points.

	Figure-Ground
Relationship
	A two-dimensional relationship between a shape (figure) and its surrounding area (ground).

	Form
	The total appearance or organization of a work of art. The total arrangement of a work including all the elements and principles used. "Form" can also refer to three-dimensional shape.

	Gesture
	A rapid indication of the primary expressive attitudes of an object, or a space.

	Harmony
	A pleasing or congruent arrangement of parts, which helps to unify the visual elements of a composition.

	Intensity
	The brightness or dullness of a hue. The saturation, strength or purity of a color. The quality of light reflected by a surface.

	Line
	the path of a moving point that provides direction and detail to a work of art. An implied line is a series of points that the eye connects.

	Linear Perspective
	A system for representing three-dimensional objects on a two-dimensional surface; it treats the optical phenomenon of diminishing size by treating edges as converging parallel lines which extend to a vanishing point on the horizon (at eye-level).

	Mass
	three-dimensional solid, and a volume is a hollow three-dimensional form.

	Monochromatic
	A color scheme which uses one hue and its various values.

	Neutral Color
	Surface hues that do not reflect a single wavelength of light, but rather all of them at once. A color may be neutralized (reduced in intensity) by mixture with its complement or any of the neutrals: white, gray or black.

	Pattern
	The repetition of elements in a recognized systematic organization.

	Perspective
	Any system used to create the illusion of three-dimensional images and/or spatial relationships on a two-dimensional surface.

	Plane
	Areas of surface that have height and width but little apparent depth.

	Point
	Defines a position in space.

	Primary Hues
(Colors)
	Based on the twelve color arrangement, the three primary hues are yellow, red, and blue. They are equally spaced on the color wheel. These hues cannot be mixed by combining other hues.

	Proportion
	the size relationship of parts belonging to one object or figure. A relation of one part to whole with respect to size, quantity, or degree

	Radial Balance
	A form of balance where identical compositional parts are distributed around a central point to create an equilibrium, mirrored vertically and horizontally

	Repetition
	Recurrence of the same or similar elements in a composition.

	Rhythm
	the measured repetition of accented elements that move the eye through a composition.

	Scale
	the size of an object in relation to things around it. Proportion is the size relationship of parts belonging to one object or figure.

	Split complementary
	A complementary color plus the two colors on either side of its complement on the color wheel. Ex-red, blue-green, yellow-green

	Space
	the implied or real sensation of three dimensions. 

	Shape
	two-dimensional area that stands out from the surrounding space because of an identifiable boundary. The shape itself occupies positive space, while the surrounding area is the negative space.  

	Subject
	In a descriptive style of art, this refers to the persons or things represented, as well as the artist's experience(s) that serve as inspiration. In abstract or nonobjective art, subject refers to the visual signs employed by the artist and may have little to do with things experienced in the natural world.

	Symmetrical Balance
	Equality and correspondence in size, shape, color, relative position, etc. on opposite sides of a dividing line or axis.

	Tertiary Hues
	Based on a twelve hue arrangement, the six tertiary hues are yellow-orange, red-orange, red-violet, blue-violet, blue green, and yellow-green. These hues are placed between the primary and secondary hues from which they are mixed.

	Texture
	the tactile surface qualities of a work of art that appeal (vicariously) to the sense of touch. These can be actual or visual.

	Triadic Color
	A color scheme consisting of three hues which are equally spaced on the color wheel and their various values and intensities.

	Unity
	refers to a coherent total effect that creates a sense of harmony in a work of art. 

	Value
	the light and dark in a work of art independent of color. Light is the measure of illumination or shadow in a full range of colors.

	Variety
	refers to diversity or difference which acts as a visual counterpoint to unity.

	Volume
	A three-dimensional area of defined or occupied space.
