The Flight of the Eagles


There were golden eagles, a male and a female, in their mating flight.  They were cavorting, spinning and spiraling on the cold, clear columns of air, and they were beautiful.  They swooped and hovered, leaning on the air, and swung close together, feinting and screaming with delight.  The female was full-grown, and the span of her broad wings was greater than any man's height.  There was fine flourish to her motion; she was deceptively, incredibly fast, and her pivots and wheels were wide and full-blown.  But her great weight was st4eamlined and perfectly controlled.  She carried a rattlesnake; it hung shining from feet, limp and curving out in the trial of her flight.  Suddenly her wings and tail fanned, catching full on the wind, and for an instant she was still, widespread and spectral in the blue, while her mate flared past and away, turning around in the distance to look for her.  Then she began to beat upward at an angle from the rim until she was small in the sky, and she let go of the snake.  It fell slowly, writhing and rolling, floating out like a bit of silver thread against the wide backdrop of the land. OLD BONES


1. The herring aren’t even fresh, but four of them will cost you $150.  Shellfish 

go for $1,200 or more.  Seafood prices on the black market in Minsk?  Nope.  These are fossils.  Those herring died on a beach that is buried in the Wyoming hills.  That primordial squid scuttled across the floor of an inland sea that covered the Great Plains 100 million years ago.  But these days the prehistoric beasts have found chic resting places:  living room walls and mantel pieces from Manhattan to Munich.



2. Once viewed mainly in museum exhibits, fossils and dinosaur bones are filling display cases in trendy galleries, at gem and mineral trade shops and in mom-and pop rock shops.  Swept up in the children’s craze for dinosaurs, adults are rediscovering a fascination for the relics of the earth’s past and are paying top dollar for a Mesozoic memento.  “When you day ‘dinosaur,’ people’s eyes light up,” says Dennis Tangeloff, co-owner of Astro Mineral in New York City.  “They stir the imagination.”

            3. Fossil fever had meant a boon for professional collectors, the people who can spend years digging up the finds.  Accustomed to dealing almost solely with museums and educational material suppliers, they now are selling their specimens to a growing number of eager retailers.  The total wholesale market for fossils is expected to reach $10 million next year, compared with $3 million in 1985.  Peter Larson of the Black Hills Institute, a South Dakota fossil company that owns a quarry containing an estimated 2,000 dinosaur skeletons, charges $330,000 for a fully assembled dinosaur that his team spends 15,000 hours preparing.

            4. The fossil boom hasn’t delighted paleontologists.  Many claim, for instance, that collectors deplete limited bone and fossil supplies and destroy important scientific data when using heavy digging equipment.  Museums also complain that fossil dealers have allowed unique specimens to leave the country by catering to a burgeoning private market in Japan and West Germany.  “We lose a lot of valuable information,” says Robert Rainey of the Texas Memorial Museum in Austin.  Museums are also concerned that the private market will siphon specimens from public display.  A New Jersey, Alfred Siefker, recently sued New York’s American Museum of Natural History to recover a 175-million-year-old fossil of a flying reptile he gave to researchers at the museum almost 30 years ago.  He claims the fossil is worth $15 million.

           5. Professional collectors bristle at the criticism.  Glenn Rockers, president of a collectors trade group, says that excavation is done carefully and mostly by hand, and that scientists are made aware of special finds.  Still, states such as Colorado and Utah are considering regulating the fossil trade, and the U.S. Bureau of Land Management has places restriction on federal lands—a move that has prompted some collectors to buy or lease acreage solely for its fossil content.  Scientists and fossil hunters do agree that the growing fossil interest is at least widening the public’s knowledge of the prehistoric.  Says Rockers, “We’ve got to learn that we’re not immune.  Someone will be digging up our bones one day.”

PROBLEM OF STIGMA



1. From a sociological point of view, the mentally disordered are people who are “deviant,” who deviate or are different from the rest of us.  However, “deviance” and “abnormality” are rarely used in a value-free statistical sense when other people’s behavior is being judged.  In practice, being “deviant” often suggests moral inferiority and brings social rejection.  In addition, the term deviant implies that the whole person “is different in kind from ordinary people and that there are no areas of his personality that are not afflicted by his ‘problems’ (Scott, 1972, p. 14).   



2. It has been proposed that each society defines itself negatively by pointing out what is not—rather than what is--appropriate, thereby setting boundaries on what is socially acceptable.  Deviants, since they define these boundaries, serve to make the rest of the society feel more normal, healthy, moral, and law abiding—by contrast (Ericksen, 1966).  In any case, there is little doubt that, in our society, to be “mentally disordered” is to be publicly degraded and personally devalued.  Society creates costly penalties for those who deviate from its norm of right and “normal.”



3. Those who are mentally disordered are stigmatized in ways that most physically ill people are not.  Stigma means a mark or brand of disgrace; in this context it means a set of negative attitudes about a person that sets him or her apart as unacceptable (Clausen, 1981).  Such a negative attitude toward the mentally disturbed comes from many sources.  Prominent among them are mass media portrayals of the mentally deranged as violent criminals, “sick jokes” that we hear and laugh at, family denial of the mental distress of one of its members, fear of loss of employment if others discover on has distressed or has received mental health care, and legal terminology that stresses mental incompetence (see Rabkin et al., 1980).  The stigmatizing process not only marks a target as deviating from an acceptable norm, but discredits a person as “flawed” (see E. Jones et al., 1984).  “For me, the stigma of mental illness was as devastating as the experience of hospitalization itself,” writes a recovered patient.  She describes her personal experience in vivid terms.



4. When it becomes difficult to continue the usual interpersonal relations with an individual who is acting odd, upset, or “plain ornery,” others begin to perceive him or her as unreliable, untrustworthy, a threat.  They change the quality of their relationship to try to avoid and exclude the person.  In response, the distressed person further isolates him- or herself, thereby cutting him- or herself off form both social support and social checks or reality (Lemert, 1962).



5. Our negative attitudes toward the mentally disturbed alter our perceptions of and action toward them and also influence their behavior toward us.  A series of experiments conducted in laboratory and naturalistic settings demonstrates the unfavorable influences of the social situation on both the behavior of a person perceived to be a mental patient (even when not so) and that of the person making that judgement.



6. There seem to be clear sex differences, too, in the tendency to stigmatize those who are former mental patients or believed to be.  Men behave more harshly and are more rejecting than women.  Women have been found to be more generous in their overall reactions to those who have been afflicted by mental disorders (Farina & Hagalauer, 1975).
