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1. Do you agree that with the author that Mr. Appleton’s and Mrs. Baker’s classrooms are unlikely to be very successful? Why or why not?
2. In what ways was Ms. Cassell’s teaching differentiated?  How does this compare to Mrs. Baker’s teaching?

3. What distinguishes “differentiated” instruction from “different” instruction, as Tomlinson calls the two approaches?
4.  How much time must a teacher invest in creating the kind of learning environment found in Ms. Cassell’s classroom?  How might teachers work together to ease the burden on individual teachers?

5. Ms. Cassell implemented what looks to be a very effective differentiated learning environment for her history class.  Think about differentiated instruction in another subject and discuss how these principles might apply to that subject area.
