Course Description:
BIOL 2302, Continuation of BIOL 2301, is a basic Human anatomy and physiology course that enables students to learn about Human Anatomy and Physiology. Students will experience a myriad of online interactive tools and resources. The course will cover the structure and function of the endocrine, cardiovascular, circulatory, lymphatic, respiratory, urinary, digestive, and reproductive systems. Biol 2302 is a Core Curriculum Course.
You are spending a good deal of time, energy and money on this course – please, make the most of your investment!  It takes approximately 2-3 hours of study time for each hour of class time to master the material. This class will have over 48 contact hours (3 hr. credit).  
The class and study time necessary to succeed in this class will be close to 300 hours (60 hours per week)! 
Course Prerequisites:
Math 0106 or higher placement by testing, must be placed in college level reading.
Anatomy and Physiology, I (Biol 2301)
Course Goals:
This course is a continuation of Biol.2301 and is intended for students majoring in one of the physical sciences or life sciences, engineering, or for students who are pursuing pre-professional programs in medicine, dentistry, pharmacy, veterinary medicine, or other health programs. The course is also beneficial to students who are preparing themselves for higher level science courses in their respective curricula.

1. Will display an understanding of biological systems and evolutionary processes spanning all ranges of biological complexity, including atoms, molecules, genes, cells, and organisms.
2. Will integrate factual and conceptual information into an understanding of scientific data by written, oral and/or visual communication.  (This may include successful completion of a course-specific research project or a case study module).

3. Will demonstrate proficiency and safe practices in the use of laboratory equipment and basic laboratory techniques.
4. Will apply principles of the scientific method to problems in biology in the collection, recording, quantitative measurement, analysis and reporting of scientific data.

This course is intended to provide students with a strong foundation in Anatomy and Physiology and is the continuation of Anatomy and Physiology I. In this course, we will study the endocrine system, the cardiovascular system, including heart, blood vessels, the respiratory system, the digestive system, the urinary system including electrolyte and fluid balance, the reproductive system and finally the immune system. The course is vigorous and many will find it very challenging.

Completion of the specific Student Learning Outcomes listed below does NOT and will NOT guarantee the student any specific final course grade at the end of the semester! 

1. Use anatomical terminology to identify and describe locations of major organs of each system covered.

4. Explain contributions of organs and systems to the maintenance of homeostasis. 

5. Identify causes and effects of homeostatic imbalances.

6. Describe modern technology and tools used to study anatomy and physiology.

	Student Assignments:
	Assignments have been carefully developed to enhance your learning experience and help you succeed. To better understand a topic, you will be given assignments on key information that you will need to remember for your success in this course and in qualifying exams and professional practice. Almost all the assignments will require computer and Internet access. Assignments will be posted on Mastering. Successful students usually enjoyed doing these assignments and they frequently mention how much they helped them in their learning process.

You must register for Mastering website access within first few days of class. It is included with the purchase of a new book package and if needed can be purchased separately from the publisher’s website for used books. 	Students will be assessed via lecture examinations, chapter quizzes, and comprehensive final lecture.  Additionally, there is a required Faculty/Departmental Final/Exit examination at the end of the semester. Lecture exams are five in total including the final. Each test will have 60-130 multiple-choice questions. Each test will be cumulative with regard to the covered material to date. Each test will cover the previous material from all previous chapters (comprehensive).  With more emphasis on the newer untested chapters. The final exam will be comprehensive as well. Every effort will be made to deliver your tests online. The details will be provided in class and posted on your website. You must bring your own 100 q scantron with you if online delivery fails or is not feasible. Make sure that you have the right form and that you maintain the scantron in good scanable shape. Your instructor will decline to accept the wrong form or an unscanable scantron form.
