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In jurying the student art at HCC for Fall, 2019, my objective was to select art based on subject matter, composition, message or content and execution.  Given the work presented, it was a difficult task as all the work is good.

There are drawings as well executed as the Magnified Eye by Gabriella Alerete as all the drawings are well-done,  What I found outstanding in this drawing is the creativity in composition, and the range of light to dark.  As a sculptor, the symmetry also speaks to me

Stroll, by Lfrah Nasir, is also a nicely executed drawing composition that reads as a painting.  In addition to the feel of charm, it has an element of intrigue.  What is the expression on the face saying? Where is she and where is she going?

Harvey, You Are A Wet Blanket by Kristina Fazenbaker, is a painting that goes the opposite direction to suggesting drawing.  The message is strong in the painting, though not immediately apparent.  The title clarifies the message. The paints and the symmetry are clean in appearance.  Upon reading the title, one is moved from cleanliness to the emotions that go with being flooded.  At that point, one’s heart is pulled/touched.

Tsunade in Action by Zion Ingram is another nicely executed drawing. By filling the space with the figure, without knowing the series or story behind the character, the viewer is clear on the power of this character.

Lida King’s Dream, is intense and intriguing.  There are layers of meaning with multiple possible interpretations.  Why is a house on its side?  What is the meaning of the angry grabbers (painted in dark colors with jagged fire clouds)?  Who are the floating and escaping figures in the sky? What is the meaning of such violence in a peaceful setting, a neighborhood where someone walks their dog?  

Good work students.  I trust your experience with HCC will bring you much pleasure over your future.
