What is a five-paragraph essay?
Simply put, it is five paragraphs.
Here is a description:
Outline your five-paragraph essay; include these elements:
Introductory Paragraph 
General Topic Sentence: memorable present
1. Subtopic One: the reason it was given
2. Subtopic Two: a description of it
3. Subtopic Three: how you felt when you got it
4. (Transition)
First Supporting Paragraph 
1. Restate Subtopic One
2. Supporting Details or Examples
3. (Transition)
Second Supporting Paragraph
1. Restate Subtopic Two
2. Supporting Details or Examples
3. (Transition)
Third Supporting Paragraph
1. Restate Subtopic Three
2. Supporting Details or Examples
3. (Transition)
Closing or Summary Paragraph 
1. Synthesis and conclusion of the thesis
2. Rephrasing main topic and subtopics. 
Write the essay!
Think small; build the full essay gradually.
Divide your essay into sections and develop each piece separately and incrementally.
